More than 325 million people visited U.S.
National Parks in 2016. The U.S. national parks had
a banner year in 2016. For the third year in a row,
park attendance shot up to an all-time high, at 325
million visitors compared to a record-breaking 307
million in 2015.

The winners? Without December numbers, which
haven't come in yet, the Grand Canyon had 5.9
million visitors, Yellowstone came in at 4.3 million
visitors, Rocky Mountain National Park had 4.5
million, and Zion National Park rounded out the top

five with 4.3 million visitors.
