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Flags to be lowered Sunday to honor firefighters 

 
All flags in Branson as well as around the country will be flying at half-mast on Sunday, October 

5 in observance of the National Fallen Firefighters Memorial. 

 In 2001, shortly after the 9/11 terrorist attacks, President Bush approved legislation requiring 

the U.S. flag to be lowered on all federal buildings annually to memorialize fallen firefighters.  Flags 

across the country will be lowered October 5, and this includes the U.S. Capitol and the White House, as 

well as buildings in the Branson community.
